Strating from a pole marker, create directions using cardinal points and how many paces – e.g. ‘5 steps south’, to send the other team to all the markers, ending at the X to dig up the treasure (biscuits!).

	Rockpooling
At the pier. 
Go through rockpool sheets of questions for them to think about whilst looking, as well as rules of rockpooling.
Re-group half way through to discuss finds.
Picnic lunch, beach clean and discussion of local area.

	3-D Maps
In small groups create a pictorial representation of the local area using natural materials (create an example before the children arrive).

	Creative sessions
Wild write – write a word and decorate it, write a poem, write a description of the whole scene or one particular thing.
Chalk paint – children can mix chalk with water to make paint and then paint the breakwater.
Still life – drawings.
Stone creations – sculpture on tarps/random - create a big person/creature/other


Activity 1 (each session starts with these short activities)
Tide Towers  - on a rising tide.
· each child create a small tower – the towers should be arranged in a line going up the beach from the sea towards the top of the beach.  
· the completed towers should be counted, the children can predict how many will be left at the end of the session
· before the children leave the beach, count the remaining towers and discuss why this has happened (use some visuals to show moon’s gravitational pull)
Wind ribbons – children each have a ribbon, hold it up and try to determine the direction the wind is coming from
Sit and Look   - upon arrival at the pier, take a few moments to take in the surrounding and discuss what is the same and what is different on this part of the beach
Sun dials – on a sunny day. 
·  discuss the daily turning of the earth, where the sun rises and sets etc.  
· each group (5 or 6 groups) put a stick in the ground and covers the path of the shadow with chalk.
· each child in the group then puts a stone to indicate where they predict the shadow will have moved to by the end of the session (they can initial a stone using chalk)
· at the end of the session we look at where the shadow has moved to
Food pyramid – introduce a simple marine food chain (i.e. phytoplankton/krill/fish/shark)
· the children then create a food pyramid out of natural objects, with the largest (bottom) layer being the phytoplankton, and so on, up to the single shark at the top.
· discuss what happens if one bit of the pyramid decreases, or increases...what effect does that have on the rest of the pyramid?

An example of planning for an ‘Immersive Wild Beach Day’ for year 6:
	a.m. at the beach
	Look at wind farm – discuss link between renewable energy, oceans and climate change.
Food pyramid – Build a Food Pyramid
Make a pyramid on the beach using sticks, seaweed, stones, gravel sand etc.  It should have 4 distinct layers to represent: Bottom layer – phytoplankton, Next up –krill, Penultimate – fish, Top – shark
Discuss – Who eats who?/What happens to the shark when it dies? (it decomposes and feeds bottom-level plants and creatures)/What happens of there are not enough krill? (too many phytoplankton, causing ‘blooms’ and less fish as they have less food)/What happens if there is no shark?  (too many fish eating the krill, too much phytoplankton, causing ‘blooms’)
